Court Appointed Expert Standard Direction No. 1

(1) The parties provide the relevant documentation in relation to the project, as required by clause 13 of Practice Direction No.1 of 2005 – Court Appointed Experts (P.D No.1 2005), to the expert within seven days immediately following appointment of the expert as Court Appointed Expert (CAE).

(2) The CAE shall provide an oral report referred to in clause 15(e) of P.D No.1 2005 to the parties within 14 days of receipt of the relevant documentation from both parties as directed in Direction 1.

(3) The applicant shall file and serve the other parties and the CAE with any amended plans arising out of the oral report by the CAE within ten days of receiving the report from the CAE.  

(4) The CAE shall file and serve a written report referred to in clause 15(f) of P.D No.1 2005 at least one month before the appointed hearing date.

NOTE:

(1) The above directions contemplate at least 63 days before hearing.

(2) Where practicable actual dates for compliance should be provided.

(3) The directions are binding on the parties and the CAE unless otherwise directed by the Court.
